NOTICE is hereby given that the governing bodies of the following identified municipalities located in Mercer County, Pennsylvania intend to consider and enact a Stormwater Management Ordinance to implement the requirements of the Mercer County Stormwater Management Plan in accordance with the requirements of the Pennsylvania Storm Water Management Act 167 at a public meeting of the municipality on the dates and times and at the places set forth below.  The title of the ordinance and brief summary is as follows:  
The title of the ordinance is the “Stormwater Management Ordinance.” 
Article I, entitled “General Provisions,” provides the purpose of and statutory authority for the ordinance.  
Article II sets forth applicable definitions.  
Article III, entitled “Stormwater Management Standards,” provides general regulatory requirements, identifies certain exemptions from the stormwater management requirements, and sets forth standards for volume controls and rate controls and calculation methodology.  
Article IV, entitled “SWM Site Plan Requirements,” sets forth the process requirements for site plan and report submissions and reviews.  

Article V, entitled “Riparian Buffer Standards,” sets forth Riparian Buffer Requirements for a regulated activity. Some municipalities may omit this section.  
Article VI, entitled “Operation and Maintenance Agreements,” provides the responsibilities for and requirements to assure proper future maintenance. Sample agreement provided in Appendix B, entitled “Operation and Maintenance Agreement.”
Article VII, entitled “Fees & Expenses,” provides for recovery of fees and expenses and recording requirements for approved SWM Site Plans and Related Agreements. Sample agreement for municipal review fees is provided in Appendix C, entitled “Review Fee Reimbursement Agreement.”
Article VIII, entitled “Prohibitions,” prohibits certain non-stormwater discharges to enter stormwater systems or the Waters of the Commonwealth and prohibits alteration of approved facilities. 

Article IX, entitled “Enforcement and Penalties,” provides for municipal inspection of stormwater management facilities and provides for penalties for violation of the ordinance. 
Appendix A, entitled “Small Projects Application,” provides a worksheet to identify requirements of stormwater management.
The provisions of some individual municipal ordinances do contain variations in number and minor deviations from the model adopted as part of the County Plan.  A copy of the full text of the respective ordinances may be examined at each municipality’s office during that municipality’s regular business hours or by appointment with the municipal secretary. The Stormwater Management Ordinance to implement the requirements of the Mercer County Stormwater Management Plan is available at the Mercer County Regional Planning Commission website located at WWW.MCRPC.COM.
